the Friends' Provident Institution (herein-
after called "the Institution1 ') for leave to
bring in a Bill for the following or some of
the following, among other purposes (that is
to say) :

To incorporate the Institution under the
name or title of the " Friends' Provident In-
stitution " or such other name or title as may
be prescribed in the Bill, with perpetual succes-
sion and a common seal, and to make all such
provisions for and with respect to such incor-
poration as may be deemed necessary or expe-
dient.
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• To repeal., annul , alter or amend all or some
of the provisions of the existing rules and re-

enacted or prescribed, and as subsequently
varied, shall be deemed to be the rules and
regulations of the Institution, and shall govern
the rights of existing members of the Institution.

To define the right? of holders of existing
assurances ( inc lud ing assurances granted to
persons not for the time being qualified to be
members of the Institution), and to make
provisions as to the title of the Institution to
property of any kind and as to the construction
and effect of deeds and other documents, and as
to pending actions, arbitrations and proceed-
ings, and causes of action, arbitration or other
proceedings.

To provide that the Institution may sue and
be sued by its corporate name.

To enable the Institution to change its name
and to prescribe the mode in which and the
conditions subject to which any such change
may be effected.

members, the execution or signature of deeds,
policies, contracts, cheques, and other instru-
ments, documents and papers and the authen-
tication thereof.

To provide for the appointment and (if and
so far as may be deemed necessary or expedient)
define the powers and duties of auditors of the
accounts of the Institution.

To define the rights of members of the Insti-
tution as to the conduct of the affairs of the
Institution, and the powers of the Institution
as to the investment of funds , and to alter,
amend, extend or enlarge the provisions of the
existing Acts, rules and regulations of or relating
to the Institution with respect to such invest-
ments, and to confer powers upon the directors
of the Institution as to the investment of funds,
the keeping of banking accounts and the forma-
tion of special funds.

To vest or provide for the vesting in the
Institution of all or any property real or per-
sonal., rights, interests, obligations, securities,
things in action and powers vested in or held
by trustees or others on behalf of the Institu-
tion'or to continue in the hands of such trustees
or other persons or transfer to and vest in
other trustees or persons all or any such pro-
perty, rights, interests, obligations, securities.
things in action and powers, and to provide for
and "limit and prescribe the stamp duties to be
paid in respect of any such vesting or transfer,
and to make provision with respect to the rights,
interests, liabilities and obligations of the
Institution and trustees for the Institution and
of members of the Institution and other persons
or. if thought fit. to release and discharge such
trustees from all or any of the obligations and
liabilities arising out of or attaching to the office
of a trustee of the Institution and to indemnify
such trustees in respect of such obligations
and liabilities.

To provide for the periodical valuation of the
assets and liabilities of the Institution and as
to the mode of application of any surplus, and
to authorize and provide for the payment or
assignment of bonuses and interim bonuses.

To define the extent of and to limit the
liability of directors, officers, members and
others of or connected with the Institution,
and to indemnify the directors, trustees, officers,
clerks and servants of the Institution against
costs, charges, damages, losses and expenses
incurred in the execution of their offices and
duties.

To make provision with respect to claims
against the funds of the Institution and the
time and place of payment thereof, and as to
the making of payments to executors, adminis-
trators, trustees, and other persons standing
in a fiduciary or representative capacity and as
to the payment of pensions.

To authorize the surrender of or other dealing
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with policies of assurance vested in any person,
including mortgagees, trustees, and others
holding in a fiduciary or representative capacity,
and of bonus additions to any such policy.

To provide for the settlement, by arbitration
of disputes between the Institution and the
members or persons claiming through members.

To define the rules and regulations of the
Institution, and to authorize the alteration of
such rules and regulations in such manner and
in accordance with such conditions as may be
specified in the Bill.
