With My Wife as helpmeet by My side, I
take up the heavy task which lies before Me.
In it I look for the support of all My Peoples.

‘Furthermore, My first act on succeeding My
Brother will be to confer on Him a Dukedom
and He will henceforth be known as His Royal
Highness The Duke of Windsor.
