Lisbon^ March ai, N. S. Letters from 
Corunna of the 17 th Instant advise, that the 
Day before, by Virtue of an Order from the 
Court of Spain, the Boscawen Packet-Boat 
lying in that Harbour was seized with all the 
Effects on board her - and the fame Day 
Consul Parker's Goods were all fiezed, with­
out excepting any Thing but his Cloaths. 
By these and other Advices it appears, that a 
general Order has been issued by. the Court of 
Spain, to the Governours of the maritime 
Provinces ofthat Kingdom, to seize all Effects 
belonging to Subjects of Great Britain, whe­
ther in Shipping or alhore. The said Let­
ters from Corunna relate, that five Men of 
War which lately arrived there with the 
Flota from the Havana, were drawn into a 
Line, and lay with Springs upon their Cables. 
The Portuguese Fleet bound for the Rio 
de Janeiro, consisting of 24 Merchant Ships, 
under the Convoy of a Man of War of 60 
Guns, sailed from hence on the 24th In­
stant. On the 27 th Instant a Merchant Ship 
called the Pinniall, Alexander . Baxter Ma­
ster, arrived here from Faro j the said Ma­
ster reports, that on the 20th and 21st In-
frant they heard there continual Firing off 
Cape St. Mary's, and Were informed by a 
Filher-Boat that they had seen seven or eight 
large Ships engaged off that Cape, but 
through the Haziness of the Weather could 
not distinguifli what Ships they were. Yes­
