Checklist
1. Please email the notice to us as a Microsoft Word file. Remember to state when you would like it published (either a date or simply ‘next available issue’). If you have an account, remember to quote your account number.

2. If you do not have an account with us please ask us to call you to collect a credit card payment. Please remember to put your full postal address on the email so that we can send you a receipt and tell us the date you would like it published.

3. If you are paying by cheque, put a copy of the notice in the post with the cheque and a short covering letter stating the date you would like the notice to be published.

4. If you have any doubts about how the published notice will look then browse our website. To find similar notes, enter the legal clause into the search box.
